Case Introduction: A Port/Starboard incident occurred when the boats were approaching
the Rose Bay mark of the course No contact occurred between the yachts

Procedural Matters: G.Woolf declared that he was a competitor in the race but did not see nor hear|
the incident and retired from the race.All three parties agreed to his chairmanship.
It was agreed by all parties to run a single protest hearing as it relates to one incident.

Facts found:

Wind speed was 16-20 knots from the south at the time of the incident.

Brittania was travelling at 7 knots on starboard tack ,close hauled and fetching the mark.
Allegro & Another Planet were travelling at 6 knots on port tack, close hauled and fetching
the mark.

Allegro was overlapped to windward by Another Planet.

Another Planet was 3 boat lengths from the Rose Bay Mark when the first starboard call was
made & heard from Brittania.

Brittania hailed starboard a 2" time, heard by Another Planet & Allegro.

Brittania changed course to avoid a collision

Brittania beared away & went around both boats sterns.

Neither Allegro nor Another were clear of the mark.

Conclusion & Rules:
Another Planet & Allegro failed to give way to a starboard tacker therefore broke Rule 10

Decision:
Another Planet & Allegro are to be scored DSQ in Race 18
